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All Financial Aid, except Pell Grant and State Tuition Waivers, are subject to availability of funds.  Additional requirements for each of the following may be required.  
All programs are subject to change without notice.

Need Based Aid – U.S. Department of Education: (Free Application for Federal Student Aid is required).

· Pell Grant -awarded to undergraduate students who have not earned a bachelors degree and who have an Expected Family Contribution (EFC) below 4110.  The EFC requirements change each year.

· Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant (SEOG) -for undergraduate students with exceptional Financial need.  NCTC only gives SEOG to students who are eligible for the maximum Pell.

· Work-study (FWS) - provides jobs for undergraduate students with financial need.
Need Based Aid- State of Texas: (Free Application for Federal Student Aid is required and student must be a Texas Resident).

· Work-study -provides jobs for undergraduate students with financial need.

· Academic Competitiveness Grant – must be eligible for Pell Grant, enrolled full-time, and graduated with the Recommended or Distinguished Achievement Program from high school after 2005. 

· Texas Public Educational Grant – must have need and awarded on a first come first serve basis.

· Texas Grant II – must have need, have an EFC of 2000 or less, student can not have an associate’s degree or bachelor’s degree, and awarded on a first come first serve basis.

Federal Loans

· Stafford Loans – Stafford loans to students are either subsidized or unsubsidized.  A subsidized loan is awarded on the basis of financial need and the unsubsidized loan is not.  A student that is a freshman can receive $3500 dollars and a sophomore student can receive $4500 dollars in subsidized loans annually.  Unsubsidized loans are awarded on a case by case basis, in the amount of $4000 dollars annually.
Merit & Need Based Aid- State of Texas (Free Application for Federal Student Aid is required and student must be a Texas Resident).

· Texas Grant (graduate from a Texas High School and apply within 16 months of graduation, completed the recommended or distinguished curriculum, EFC less than 4000 and have need) 

What is Financial Need, Expected Family Contribution, and Cost of Attendance?

When you apply for federal student aid the information you report is used in a formula established by the U. S. Congress.  The formulas determine your Expected Family Contribution (EFC).  The EFC is not the exact amount you and your family will end up paying.  Your EFC is used in the following equation to determined financial need:

Cost of Attendance (COA) is calculated by the Financial Aid Office, at NCTC, using the Department of Education’s guidelines.  Cost of Attendance may include room and board, transportation, tuition and fees, books and supplies, and personal expenses.

NCTC Foundation Scholarships

· NCTC Scholarships & Mary Josephine Cox Scholarship - NCTC has one application for general NCTC foundation and departmental scholarships.  Applications are available in the Financial Aid Department and the NCTC Foundation Office.  The Foundation office will try to match the student with a scholarship.  Each scholarship has its own requirements.  Amounts of the scholarships vary.  The Mary Josephine Cox Scholarship is awarded based on special need, special competency, or scholarship, must have a 3.0 GPA, under 21 years old, and Cooke County high school graduate.  Awards are $ 100.00 for Fall and Spring ONLY (no summer awards).  Student must be enrolled in 12 credit hours to receive award.  If student maintain 3.0 GPA award can continue for five semesters.  Applications are located in the Financial Aid Office.
