Article V: Duties of Officers

          The duties of the officers shall be:

A. President – to conduct all meetings and activities for the group

B. Vice President – in charge of all spirit projects as well as fill in for President whenever the President is absent

C. Secretary – to keep written record of all meetings as well as advertise events for the group

D. Treasurer – keep accurate account of money spent and be in charge of fundraising events

E. Volleyball Representative – act as a liaison between the organization and the volleyball team

F. Tennis Representative - act as a liaison between the organization and the tennis team

G. Softball Representative - act as a liaison between the organization and the softball team

H. Baseball Representative - act as a liaison between the organization and the baseball team
