Constitution
Article I:  Name


The name of the organization shall be Residence Hall Association (RHA).

Article II:  Purpose


The purpose of the RHA is to provide the residents with an organization 


that will allow them to have a voice on campus.

Article III:  Membership

A. The membership of the RHA shall consist of any and all persons residing in the residence halls.

B. The RHA shall not discriminate on the basis of race, religion, age, gender, national origin, or disability.

Article IV:  Officers


The officers of the RHA shall consist of:

A. President

B. Vice President

C. Secretary

D. Treasurer

E. Photographer

F. Co-photographer

Article V:  Duties of Officers


The duties of the officers shall be:

A. President – Conduct meetings & act as representative in all matters

B. Vice President – In charge of committees, special projects, and will fill in for any absent officer

C. Secretary – Take minutes, produce advertising, recruit

D. Treasurer – Budget, fundraising

E. Photographer – Be present at all events for photo documentation

F. Co-photographer – Be present to assist photographer or take over in his/her absence

Article VI:  Meetings


The meetings of the RHA shall be held every other week during Fall and 


Spring terms.

Article VII:  Quorum


The minimum number of member of this organization needed to conduct

business shall be two (2) officers and five (5) general.

Article VIII:  Election of officers

A. The election of officers will be held by nomination at the first meeting of each semester.

B. Officers are limited to two (2) consecutive terms per office.

C. If a position becomes vacant, vacancies shall be filled by the next meeting by appointment by the officers.

Article IX:  Removal of Officers


The procedures for removal of officers shall be brought up in writing and

presented during a meeting.  The officers and members will vote on the 

removal at the next meeting.

Article X:  Constitution and Amendments

A. This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote.
B. This constitution may be ratified by a two-thirds (2/3) vote.

C. This constitution and/or any amendments has been filed in the Campus Life Office.
