The scholarship will be awarded in January.  You will not receive your $500 check until the completion of the 1st semester.  At which time you will have to bring your grades to a representative of LCPFFA.  You must be passing per NCTC standards at that time.  If you are not passing per the NCTC Paramedic Program Standards the money will go to the next person in the ranking order of the applications and you will not receive the scholarship money.
