ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

All entries must be totally original in concept and
executed within the last two years. No copies, kits or
molded wares. Works must meet community stan-

dards.

PRESENTATION REQUIREMENTS

All two-dimensional works for the Adult Di-
vision must be ready to hang with a wire
hanger securely attached to the back on oppo-
site sides. Artist will be responsible for display of
exceptionally large or heavy works.

VENUE

The art will be displayed in the Student Activities
Center at the NCTC Gainesville campus. The exhi-
bition will be open to the public for viewing Mon-
day, April 20 through Friday, April 24 from 8AM-
9PM daily. Art must be picked up after the award
ceremony.

ENTRY FEE, LIMITS & SALES

The entry fee is $10.00 per work of art. Each
artist is limited to 3 (three) entries total. Col-
lege students may enter a maximum of three
pieces for no charge. Checks should be made
payable to: NCTC Art Exhibit. Any works
sold through the exhibit venue require a 15%
commission payable to NCTC Art Exhibit.

Entries will be checked in at the Student Activities Center on the Gainesville campus only. Entries may not
be removed from the exhibit early or left in the exhibition space following the close of the show.

Pick-up: Friday, April 24 following the award ceremony from 6-8PM in the Little Theater adjacent to the

exhibit.
