10) Analyze and assess President Roosevelt’s New Deal policies. 

11) Explain the rise of fascism/totalitarianism in Europe and Asia, and America’s entry 

into World War II. 

12) Examine FDR’s leadership before and during World War II, and assess its influence 

on post-war decisions. 

13) Discuss the emergence of the Cold War between the U.S. and Russia in the Truman 

and Eisenhower administrations. 

14) Analyze and assess the social and economic impact of the Kennedy and Johnson 

administrations. 

15) Identify the causes and effects of the war in Vietnam & Watergate. 

16) Identify the social, political and economic problems/successes experienced by U.S. 

Presidents in the latter half of the 20
th

 century. 

17) Research and compose an essay assignment/argument using proper grammar/English 

and basic computer skills.
